
Español I 
Class Syllabus
Spanish I is an introduction to the Spanish language and culture.  Throughout the year, students will focus on learning the language and culture through reading, writing speaking and listening in Spanish.  In regards to language, by the end of the first year students will be able to 


talk about their likes/dislikes and those of others.


describe themselves and others.


talk about their school, their classes and what they do.


discuss food, meals, health, exercise and how often they do activities.


talk about what to do and where to go in their communities during free time.


talk about their family members and family activities.

Culturally, students will 


understand cultural perspectives on favorite activities and friendships.


understand cultural perspectives on school and compare their school with that of schools in Spanish-speaking countries.


understand cultural perspectives on meals, diet, health, and exercise.


understand cultural perspectives on and compare and contrast their leisure activities to that of youth from Spanish-speaking countries.

Español II 
Class Syllabus
Spanish II is a continuation of the language and cultural study that began in Spanish I.  Students’ base understanding of grammatical structures will allow them to grow their writing, speaking, and listening skills.  In their language study, students will build on what they’ve previously learned and will be able to


talk about housing, chores, and make comparisons.


describe plans and preferences and communicate while shopping.


tell what happened in the past 


decipher differences in who people know and what they know how to do.

Culturally students will be able to 


understand cultural perspectives on family and celebrations.


compare and contrast housing in different parts of the Spanish-speaking world.


understand cultural perspectives on shopping, travel and vacations.


begin to recognize cultural differences regarding common gestures. 

Español III 

Class Syllabus

In Spanish III students will expand their vocabulary, grammar, and cultural understanding as they revisit some of the same themes from Spanish I and II such as community, foods, school, and the past to name a few.  By the end of Spanish III, students will have studied the past tense at an in-depth level.  Students in Spanish III will also be exposed to more literature and media outside of the text to enhance their language-learning experience.

Español IV

While Spanish IV includes instruction that integrates rich vocabulary groups and a thorough presentation of grammar, it also incorporates activities that combine communication, culture, and cross-curricular content with authentic literature and poetry.  In Spanish IV students will have a command of the language that will allow them to talk about a variety of topics in a variety of situations.
